Summary of Activites/2007

As per your request, | am pleased to provide ydh wibrief summary of the activities of
the City of Middletown Police Department for thespgear. For your convenience |
have decided to provide bullets regarding highBghft2007 and our outlook for 2008. In
2007, the Middletown Police Department:

Patrol Division: In 2007, the Patrol Division continued to servehesbackbone
of our operation and answered over 32,000 callsdovice, an 11 % increase over
the previous year. The Patrol Division were catedver 3,200 offenses and over
5,000 public service calls. They investigated heddrof accidents and issued over
4,000 traffic tickets. On Jul®4, 2007, three police officers, Officer Christophe
Dolan, Officer Frank Speranza, and Officer Jamiendon were shot at by a subject
named Raymond Zayas during a domestic disputely Safficer Dolan was shot
several times and seriously wounded. Mr. Zayadbas arrested and indicted for
three counts of attempted murder of a police offexed other related charges. Many
members of the Middletown Police Department an@odgencies came to the aid of
our officers that day. Thankfully, all three ofrafficers have returned to work and
are back out on the street bravely risking thegdi once again , to protect others.
This incident serves as a stark reminder of thenaht risks every Middletown Police
Officer faces each day while serving our entire oamity. The Patrol, Narcotics,
Detective, and Juvenile Aid Unit combined made &,&frests, many proactive in
nature. The department participated in a countyevinitiative gun buy back
program called “Give it Up for Life.” Over the c@e of 45 days, a total of 197 guns
were collected including 109 which were processedigh Middletown headquarters.
The Canine Unit was expanded with the addition «f #dudson,” Officer Jeffry



Thoelen’s explosives detection dog, and K-9 “Kil@fficer Jason Berman’s
narcotics detection dog. In 2008, these two neelyified police canines will
augment our K-9 “lvan,” Officer Patrick Cunninghamiarcotics detection canine.
All three dogs possess certification in Basic RAtracking. Our Canine Unit has
increased our level of service and effectiven@3dsey have been utilized within and
outside the city for school building searches, glehsearches, and criminal suspect
tracking, among other incidents that require caniire2007, many officers were
assigned to patrol the downtown area of Middleto@fficer Michael Canonico was
assigned as the primary downtown foot patrol resitde for interacting with
residents, business people, including B.1.D., dmedgeneral public in the downtown
area. In 2008, the patrol division will be bolstéreith the addition of a “Directed
Patrol” function. New York State DCJS grant furglcalled Impact Tools has been
secured to fund part of this operation. Directatiq will consist of uniformed patrol
officers taken out of the regular patrol rotatiorfdacus their efforts on “hot spots” of
crime as identified by computer generated crimdyaig It had been demonstrated
to reduce crime, increase effectiveness, and ingppawlic safety by focusing on the
vulnerabilities within the community regarding dgfand the locations most likely to
be affected by repeat offenses as evidenced bytredene data.

Crime Prevention Unit: In an effort to continually improve the quality ldé in
Middletown, we maintained a full-time crime anas/8Comp stat” component within
the police department whereby we conducted timeahais and follow-up of crime
“hot spots” within the city. In 2007, the Middleta Police Department’s crime
analysis or “compstat” was expanded to include nmdensive tracking of both
property and violent crime including the analysisl &ollow-up of domestic violence
incidents. In 2007, over 900 domestic incidentsawevestigated and analyzed with
a re-interview follow-up component of hundreds wtims. It is hoped that careful
scrutiny of domestic disputes will lead to a reducin the prevalence of the
damaging cycle of domestic violence in our communithe annual Night Out
Against Crime was held on August 7, 2007. A siforoty against fear and crime,
this event was attended by many police officersrarthbers of the public.
Fingerprinting, face-painting, and a K-9 demonstratvere just a few of the many
activities conducted.

Information and Technology. Our records management system was upgraded in
2007 with a complete overhaul and implementatiothefnew IMPACT system.

This successful deployment of Impact RMS includ€ziND (Vehicle Computer
Aided Dispatch) and MDT (Mobile Date Terminal) fess in addition to TraCS
which is a mobile based Uniform Traffic Ticket. floérs can now use the car MDT
to scan driver’s license, registration, and inspecstickers allowing for greater
speed and accuracy of information. The succesdsifployment and implementation
of eJustice was the result of a business partreveith NYS DCJS (Department of
Criminal Justice Services) which utilizes a higlee hardware VPN and encryption
device configured to work through our LAN. In 20@Mprovements were also made
to our fingerprint LiveScan system which utilizesiakless bio-metric device and
allows immediate access to criminal history databass a result of a grant, three
new DataLux MDTs and 18 new workstations wereipiat service. The department
is also using a county grant to expand our exigtimglic cameras. In 2007, the



cameras were very helpful in improving public saf@bd increasing our
effectiveness in several events including the vibfelony weapon assault of two
individuals on Wickham Avenue. In an effort toteetserve the public, we continue
to embrace technology and seek out measures tow@ur existing use of
information and overall effectiveness in increasagety through the intelligent use
of computers.

Juvenile Aid Bureau: The Juvenile Aid Bureau made 47 juvenile arrespf

which were felonies. The juvenile division alsay®d a significant role in arresting
juveniles and adults for burglaries in the Mountarenue and Sparague Avenue
areas. In addition, the Juvenile division handiédases and 23 curfew violations.
Four members of the department are certified taihshild seats. In March of 2007,
a second School resource Officer (SRO), Officeebzh Mercado, was added to
Middletown High School creating a total of 3 SRQOfficer Charles Nyland and
Officer Kevin Weymer) dedicated to student safétye high school SRO’s handled
190 incidents and made 14 arrests. The SRO ditire Towers School handled 32
incidents and made 3 arrests. In addition, the &RErogram, an anti-gang
initiative for 6" and 7' graders, has been implemented. Officer Richar@$Roj
provided DARE training through the first half of@0adding many to the thousands
of students that have received training through inimver a decade of service to
DARE training. With the announcement of Officerj&sis resignation as the DARE
Officer for our agency, Officer Scott Smith waseséd to carry the program forward
and has already begun teaching as a certified DiRtELctor. Finally, the Juvenile
Aid Bureau participated in several key communityreach efforts in 2007 and will
continue to play a key role in 2008 in reducinggniNe delinquency in the city. In
2008, a second JAB detective has been added spuvteaile detectives may work
evening hours to increase effectiveness, reduanijlesviolence and improve anti-
gang measures.

Tactical Response Teamin keeping with our goals involving public and c#r
safety, the Tactical Response Team was maintaimedharoved in 2007. The team
had a productive year, responsible for conductmgagency no-knock search
warrants, and two search warrants assisting the XmWw State Police. In 2007, the
TRT participated in an ambitious Counter Terroridome 4 terrorism exercise with
11 tactical teams and over 400 police officerhratNMonroe Woodbury Middle
School. The TRT officers, trained with the latiesthniques involving active
shooters, took a lead role in 2007 in teachingah@duable skills in the supervisor’s
school as well as the basic police academy. THE dIBb worked alongside the
Town of Wallkill Swat team assisting the MonticeRolice with the search of a
vacant residence for an armed felon thought tcebeeged in a building on Anthony
Street. The TRT provided security in City Courtidg the Leray Nelson trial. In
addition, the TRT assisted the FBI and the New Yatdke Police on other events
requiring immediate proactive readiness involvialigble intelligence of a criminal
nature. In 2007, the Middletown TRT co-sponsoraldiable training with the New
York Tactical Officer's Association, including Tacal Team Leader school and
Protective Services training. The TRT has a teambership to the NYTOA, an
association of over 1,000 tactical officers dedidab professional standards, tactical
training and information sharing in emergency poliesponse operations. The TRT



also took part in community events including thgiNiOut Against Crime and the
DARE pizza party. In 2007, a used ambulance washaised and converted to a
Middletown Police Command Post adding further tosiate of readiness. In 2008,
in an ongoing effort to improve public and officafety, the TRT will continue to
improve their state of readiness with continuething and improvement of skills
and equipment.

The Detective Bureau: In 2007, the Detective Bureau investigated aln6Osk
cases, effected timely arrests and brought abostict of many significant crimes.
Although crime in 2007 leveled off somewhat compaie2006, detectives were
very busy with burglaries and robberies and othienes. The Detective Bureau
started the year off continuing to work the Fernfinammez homicide. This case
involved the brutal and senseless execution ofé Wwarking and beloved mother
and salon owner. Two men, Patrick Bowie and Melwreen were arrested and
ultimately convicted of Murder in the First Degré® 2007, the Detective Bureau
also investigated a fatal stabbing at David MooeggHts, an attempted rape of a
woman at St Joseph’s Chapel, dollar store robhexibank robbery of Orange
County trust, and three shootings. All of theserntés were investigated and
ultimately resulted in arrests. This is a credihot only the detective bureau but the
patrol division and other special units workingaat®am to identify and arrest those
responsible for acts of violence which threatenaty: In addition, the detective
bureau worked within and beyond jurisdictional &ir®y teaming up with other police
agencies including the New York State Police, NYBBJ municipal police agencies
within and outside the county to solve many crimigs2007, the Detective Bureau
participated as charter members of the Orange @detiective’s Association, a unit
that brings all county investigators together onanthly basis for the sharing of
information. The Detective Bureau, working witthet assigned patrol officers, also
conducted more than 30 Police Applicant Backgromwdstigations. In 2007, the
Detective Bureau testified in numerous trials résglin a very high conviction rate
from arrests made within the city. In 2007, then@@r Scene Unit of the Detective
Bureau processed and analyzed almost 2000 pie@sdeince and developed 157
latent prints in an effort to assist the departmembhaking timely arrests. In 2008, the
Detective Bureau will continue to work diligentigvwtards solving crimes, sharing
intelligence, and assisting the patrol divisiommaking the city safe.

The Narcotics Unit: The Narcotics Unit had a very successful 2007 waitbcus on
combating illicit narcotics activity within the git The unit, staffed by a sergeant, a
detective and several patrol officers made overd®§ arrests in 2007. This
represents an increase of 24% over the previouswidaan impressive 41%
increase in felony drug arrests (almost 100). Nhecotics Unit seized a large
amount of drugs in 2007 including: 553 grams ofaioe and crack cocaine with an
estimated street value of $55,530, 689 grams oihuana, over 24 Ibs, with an
estimated street value of $13,780, and 282 babsroine with an estimated street
value of $5,640. In 2007, the narcotics unit warketh their counterparts from the
New York State Police, the Orange County Sherfiffice, the Mid-Hudson Drug
Task Force, and the U.S. Drug Enforcement Agendyis. The Narcotics Unit had
many successful operations in 2007 including séVéraFelony arrests, the highest
drug charge under NYS Law. In addition, the nacsatinit assisted patrol and the



detective bureau in many crimes which occurredutinout the city including the
shooting of George Dalmanieras at College Hill Apents and the Fermina Nunez
homicide. The Narcotics Unit also was successftiiking several weapons off of
the streets including four handguns and a stolet6Nifle. In 2008, the narcotics
unit, working often in multi-agency operations, abntinue to counteract the
deleterious effect of the illicit drug trade withime City of Middletown community.

Accreditation: On December 13, 2007, the City of Middletown Police
Department received Official State AccreditationN®w York State’s Division of
Criminal Justice Services, an accomplishment oalyeved by a handful of other
police agencies in the county and throughout tlageStThrough much hard work,
perseverance and dedication, 130 standards wepteadand implemented in the
police department. In October of 2007, three satessors spent several days
analyzing the policies and operations of our depant to evaluate our worthiness for
accreditation. | am pleased to say that they werg impressed with their evaluation
and found our officers and civilian personnel tcalosong the most professional and
efficient in the state. In 2008, the police degemt will provide services to the city
residents as an accredited agency, which asswgmitilic that we follow sound
policy and procedure in keeping with professiomal aourteous service. As much
work needs to be done in the future to maintainstate accreditation, our
commitment to accreditation will not waiver.

Strategy For Crime Reduction: In 2006, the Police Commission adopted a
strategy for reducing crime including the additaimmore police officers to make the
community safer. In 2007, 5 more police officelrgvadded to the Middletown
Police Department in an effort to work toward thiisategy for crime reduction. In
the 2008 police budget , we have been authorizéahih an additional three police
officers bringing our total to 77 police officerés we work towards our ultimate
goal of 85 officers by 2011, or 3.27 per 1000 restd, we will continue to provide
the highest level of professional service possioth all of our resources. The
significant rise in calls have increased the denfandervices placed upon our entire
agency. In addition, as we grow in size and comipjlethe cramped confines of our
police headquarters continues to be a logisticallehge. In 2008, the police
department will continue to work with city officeto create an appropriate police
facility with the expansion of our current buildind is important that a facility be
created that accommodates not only current need$utore growth.

It is my pleasure to provide you with this inforneat regarding our police department.
We pride ourselves in our professionalism and serio the public. It is a distinct
pleasure for me to work with the dedicated menwaoachen, sworn and un-sworn, in the
Middletown Police Department. | know we shareghme goals of improving the
quality of life for everyone in Middletown while gviding the highest possible degree of
public service. Thank you for allowing me the ogipoity to address our progress in
2007 and outlook for 2008.

Re: 2007 Highlights

In 2007, the Department sent officers to nome trainings involving a broad range of
subject matter. This memo has been drafted tdiglgtthe training conducted — not to serve
as an exhaustive list. The Impact computer systemurrent and reflects all the training
conducted in the past year. Data conversion isstgsbit a print out at this time. Some of
the trainings attended were NYS Youth Court, NYS/ehile Conference, DARE &
G.R.E.A.T. instructor school, Grossman’s Keepinfpddts Safe, Child Safety Seat, Crisis
Intervention, Gang Conferences, Sex Offender Mamage, NYSP Sex Offender, NYSP
Child Physical Abuse, Williams & NYPD Homicide, MZollision, FBI Crime Scene —
basic & advanced, DNA Evidence, Interview & Intgyation, Background Investigations,
Hostage Negotiator Refresher, FBI Crisis NegotjatbrS Assoc. of Black & Puerto Rican
Legislators, NYS Assembly/Senate Puerto Rican/Higpd&ask Force Conference, K-9
(Narcotics & Bomb) Basic SWAT, and Advanced Carhine

In addition to the training reflected abovdiere have been several noteworthy
accomplishments that have taken place this yediis dffice has instituted the first ever
Department wide in-service training. The topicsared included: suicide prevention, police
lockup training, report writing, TRT capabilitieand active shooter/direct to threat — both
classroom and practical exercise. The in-service wall received by officers and the
program is slated to expand in 2008.

This office has also been involved with theation of an inventory system to better track
our ammo needs. This has become increasingly iamporas ammo costs have risen
dramatically and deliveries have been delayed uprtanonths.

Our firearms training program has continuedhwihe expanded block of quarterly
firearms. This office offered an in-house patifderschool for interested officers. All
officers that received the recommendation of teepervisors
were trained with the .223 patrol rifle. Taserrag was
expanded this year as well. In addition to the Tficers
recerting, the Sergeants were trained and equiap&ell.

The eight new officers hired in 2007 alhgueted a - B
weeklong orientation. Four of these officers eslethe Orange B,
Police Academy and at last report - are progressicg)y. ;
Nine police officers went through or are going tigh
the in-house Field Training Program in 2007.

The initial accreditation process was clatgal this year. This enormous undertaking
has brought our rules and regulations up to conteanp standards. The Department sailed
through the assessment in October. The assessoeswery complimentary of the Police
Department’s operation and they indicated thatadsessment was the easiest that they have
ever had taken part in. Both the assessors and D@d&ated some of our policies as an
alternative to their current or proposed policies.

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The Departments re-accreditation will takecplan five years. This valuable program is
ongoing as it mandates annual self-evaluations dhective insures the Department policies
remains current.

The Tactical Response Team was productivenguhie 2007 calendar year. The team was
responsible for serving ten no-knock narcotics deavarrants. In addition to these, TRT
executed two search warrants on New York Statec®oNarcotics cases due to the
aggravating factors present at the locations (withe City of Middletown).

In other TRT assignments, the team particghatean ambitious zone 4 terrorism exercise
(11 tactical teams and over 400 sworn LEQO’s) atMoeroe-Woodbury Middle school. We
also interacted with Middletown High school and doected a walk through with school
personnel — preplanning potential future emergencie

TRT officers — trained up with the latest teicjues involving active shooters have taken a
lead role teaching these valuable skills in theesuipors school as well as the basic
academy. Our TRT instructors have also been “idan#” to Wallkill PD — taking a small
step in the direction of being able to back eatteoup in emergencies that are too large for
either department’'s team. This policy was puthe test on Anthony Street when the
Monticello Police developed information that an athfelon was secreted in an abandoned
house. The two teams (TOW & MPD) surrounded arfdlsaleared two side by side
structures searching for the suspect. The everarlglendicated that these interagency
responses are complex and need to be preplanned.

TRT provided court room security in City Coddring the Leray Nelson trial. The TRT
also patrolled the street of the City when the BBVeloped information that a team of bank
robbers had targeted our area. We also geareddipatrolled when the New York State
Police developed information that a Jamaican dargggvas going to attempt a murder in the
City of Middletown.

TRT Officers also recognizes the need to adewith and foster the spirit of cooperation
with the entire community. As such we gladly tookon the following public service
assignments — Night out against crime, The Davei€fund raiser, and DARE graduation /
pizza party.

I would like to take this opportunity to thagku and the Police Commission for your
support in fostering an atmosphere of professiemali This support, monetary and
philosophically, is imperative to meaningful andtsuned training.

Training a police department with a combintdf©f nearly one hundred staff members
Is a challenging venture. The training needs areagied as the assignments and job duties
that the officers and civilians are tasked withhisTyear marks a new beginning for the
Training Division. With one eye focused on acctatibn requirements and the other looking
towards the future, the Training Division institdtine first department wide in-service
training program. Topics covered included: repaiting, police lock up suicide prevention
training, TRT capabilities, and active shooter vatpractical exercise. In addition, there was
department wide training in domestic violence, léaards and firearms.

The Firearms division doubled the training thificers attended in the calendar year
2007. The training was scheduled into blocks ofmuwe than four officers so that officers
received more time and individual attention whitagticing these important skills. Topics
reviewed were: basic shooting skills, shooting amaying, cover and concealment, shotgun
use, officer down drill, and a low light module.s Always, there was a qualification
component to each of the quarterly firearms tragjsinThere was no remedial firearms work
this year as the entire department successfullygubasn their scheduled block.

In addition, The Training Division has revardgke Field Training Program. As we
continue to hire new people and the work contirtaegrow more complex and demanding,
our support system must expand with the need.d Higdining Officers (FTO’s) have been
trained and in 2007, have guided nine new offitiersugh the seventeen week program.
The checks and balances built into the system haga credited in identifying several
problem areas and remediating them. The Departmeréntly has eleven trained FTO’s
that are actively participating in the program.eylare: P.O.’s DeYoung, S. Garretto, J.

Domestic Violence Incident Report Training — depemt wide

In 2007 our department witnessed the itngiof two additional canine teams who have
joined Officer Patrick Cunningham and his partrveamt Officer Jeffry Thoelen and his
partner Hudson, Officer Jason Berman and his pakite. All three teams are trained in
patrol behaviors and skills such as handler prmtecsuspect apprehension, crowd control,
tracking, building searches and simple scent detecfThese patrol skills and behaviors
dramatically enhance the abilities performed by amg officer. A simple example: by
utilizing the keen olfactory senses of a traineliggoccanine, homes, schools, businesses and
other areas can be searched in a fraction of e itiwould take a team of officers.
Additionally all three teams have received spezaitraining; two in narcotics detection,
one in explosives detection, and are actively pigdting in support of both the Patrol
Division and Narcotics Unit.

2007 has been a banner year for the Detective iDivithough crime has seemed level off
from 2006, we have seen a significant rise in \#idl burglaries, robberies and commercial
burglaries. Overall, the Detectives have handletidskigned cases as of December 12,
2007. We started the year off with the Nunez Hod&cwhich actually occurred in end of
2006, but carried over into 2007. The unit has eesively investigating the death of Dennis
Barnum, which occurred in December of 2006 andbeas declared a homicide. We also
investigated a homicide that occurred at David Mddeights this summer that resulted in
the arrest of Gilbert Judge. We handled two shgstthat resulted in two people being shot.
In these cases, four people were arrested andatedwf the crime.

| believe that 2007 was very successful for theeDigte Division. Not only were many
arrests made in regards to the cases, but mdseuwf, tif not all, resulted in convictions. One
of the most important is the arrests of Green a8 for the Nunez Homicide with
successful conviction of both for Murdet degree. The division also built a solid case
against Raymond Zayas for the shooting of Officelal.

The unit successfully investigated a string of s of dollar stores in the City. The result
of this investigation resulted in the convictiontloé perpetrators in these cases. | also should
point out that this investigation demonstratesitigortance of working with other police
agencies as some of these robberies occurred euksdCity of Middletown. | have pushed

for the sharing of information with outside agescaad the Middletown Police Detective
Division is one of the founders of the Orange Cgubtective’s Association, a unit that

brings all county investigators together on a miyniiasis for the sharing of information.

The Division has assisted many other agencies gltine year, including assisting New York
City Police in the locating and apprehension ofuader suspect in the City of Middletown.
We also assisted the same agency in the apprehesfdioree suspects in two different
armed robberies that occurred in NYC.

In 2007, we saw a significant increase in residgitirglaries. The number has increased
from 78 to 164 as of this date. The unit has apgrdhd several suspects closing out many of
these burglaries, including the apprehension opt#reon responsible for the burglary of our
Mayor’s home.

We have also seen an increase in identity theéis;asany of which we are limited by
jurisdictional boundaries in the follow ups. Incadlare the forgeries and counterfeit cases.
One successful investigation concluded with thestrof a subject for passing counterfeit
Traveler Checks, a crime that has plagued the Eeséaboard. We also arrested two
juveniles for counterfeiting US currency.
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The ID unit has handle 148 cases to date. Sucsessasured in the contribution that the
unit has made to the apprehension and convictidheo$uspects. ID has identified several
prints in the investigations, one in particulalatent print lifted from a car stolen during a
shooting on Beattie Avenue. That car was foundemwNersey and the print identified James
Burgess as being the second person involved. We d&law seen more cases identified
through DNA. One case identified a Burglar and haptdentified a Rape suspect.

The Detective Division, with the help of other ¢#rs assigned, conducted more than 30
Police Applicant Background Investigations. Theseestigations are often tedious and
complex, involving many man hours to complete tlegficiently and completely.

In closing, the Detectives have been extremely blisyyear. One the main reasons is that
with any successful investigation, court time isvitable, which takes the detective away
from the next investigation. The unit is very psg®nal and continues to be successful in its
endeavors. We enjoy a very good reputation indlednforcement community.

This year, | was the supervisor and Unitn@aander for four police officers. The
officers serving the department during 2007 werfobews:

Detective Jeffrey Madden, Officer Larry Beresnoyfi€é@r Jason Jennings and Officer David
Franck. These fine officers are responsible forttemendous work output of the Narcotics
Unit during this last year.

In addition to the above stated officers,department was assisted by the Orange
County Sheriffs Department Narcotics Unit, the Néavk State Police Community
Narcotics Enforcement Team, the New York Statededilid-Hudson Drug Task Force, and
the United States Drug Enforcement Agency's Unit.

During 2007, the Narcotics unit made 92 Felamgsts, 101 Misdemeanor arrests
and 34 violation arrests. The total number of @asreaw an increase of 24% with felony
arrests jumping by 41%.

The narcotics unit seized a large amount o§sliduring 2007, the totals of which are
listed below:

*553 grams of cocaine and crack-cocaine,
over one half of a kilogram, with an
estimated street value of $55,530.00

*689 grams of marihuana, over 24 Ibs.

The narcotics unit had many successful operationsgl 2007 including one arrest
for Criminal Sale of a Controlled Substance infimst Degree, an A-1 Felony constituting
the highest level of criminal offense in the Newrk'&tate Penal Laws. Three other subjects
were arrested for Criminal Sale of a Controlled Sabce in the Second Degree, an A-11
Felony. These are cases that take a tremendousawfdime and patience, but the impact
of taking narcotics traffickers of this level off the street, is immeasurable.

| am also very proud of the performance of tlehers of the Narcotics Unit during
the investigation of the homicide of Fermina Nun&it members played a very active and
crucial role in the investigation and dedicatediielves to their jobs and to the City of
Middletown, at times working around the clock, dliring the holiday season. These fine
officers showed their commitment to getting the glime, and getting it done right.
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Our officers also performed exceptionally dgrthe investigation following the
shooting of George Dalmanieras at College Hill Apents on May 10, 2007. Following the
incident, officers utilized street contacts anamiants that not only yielded the name of the
suspect, Thomas Fields, but also led to drawinl§i® a location which culminated in his
arrest. Fields was arrested, and found to be isges$on of the handgun that was used in the
incident. | believe that without the work of therdatics Unit, the case at College Hill may
have gone unsolved.

Thomas Fields was not the only subject geteby the Narcotics Unit this year for
possession of a handgun. Two other subjects wegstad for possession of a handgun on
vehicle stops and one informant provided infornratiwat led to a search warrant in the
Town of Greenville, which we assisted on, recovgdrounces of cocaine, seven handguns
and a stolen M-16 .223 rifle. The same informaattegfoolishly but trying to be helpful,
recovered a Kel-Tec .40 caliber handgun with calddgbe stock that had been promised to
him by an associate and turned that item overeddhlice Department for destruction.
